Project Description

GDOT Project STP00-0076-01(028) consists of the construction of a southbound passing
lane on State Route 47 from Mile Post 2.45 to Mile Post 3.88. The proposed roadway will consist
of three 12-ft. travel lanes with 10-ft. grassed shoulders (4 feet each side to be paved). An off-site
detour will be used during construction of the project. The proposed detour route will begin at
the intersection of State Route 47/US 221 (Pollards Corner) and follow State Route 150 in a
southwesterly direction to the intersection of County Road 986 (Old State Route 47), then travel
in a northwesterly direction along County Road 986 back to State Route 47. The use of the off-
site detour will decrease the impacts to wetlands located within the area of the proposed project

on State Route 47 and reduce project cost.

GDOT Project BRST0-0076-01(037) consists of the replacement of a structurally deficient
bridge on State Route 47 over Keg Creek, 6.9 miles north of Appling, Georgia. The project
proposes to construct a new 235' x 44' concrete bridge over Keg Creek. The approaches will
consist of two 12-ft. lanes with 10-ft. shoulders (4 feet paved). Traffic will be maintained during

construction utilizing the same detour route as the project above.
